• To approve provision of delegated powers to the Clerk/RFO (Locum Clerk/RFO) to spend up to a limited amount £2,000 and to authorise urgent work when unforeseen circumstances occur in consultation with Chair & Vice Chair. 

• To delegate powers to the Clerk/RFO (Locum Clerk/RFO) to respond to planning applications (councillors are still able to submit their own personal comments) 

• This Parish Council is not required to hold Annual Meetings.  All councilors will retain current positions until May 2021, this includes the Chairman and Vice Chairman.
